Many are lonely and isolated which is not only miserable, but it can 
also have a very damaging effect on physical health and mental 
wellbeing. Lonely people with poor social connections are more 
likely to suffer from dementia, heart disease and depression.

Re-engage works with people aged 75 and over who are lonely, 
isolated or in need of companionship.

Our programmes have a remarkable impact on the happiness and 
wellbeing of those who we support, with 93% saying that joining 
Re-engage has had a positive impact on their lives.

Our tea parties are free monthly social groups 
held in local communities across the UK. 
They are a chance for a change of scenery 
and regular afternoons of conversation and 
laughter with friends of all ages.
Call companions is a free telephone 
befriending service for people over the age of 
75 who feel they would enjoy a friendly phone 
call every week or two from one of the charity’s volunteers. 
Our activity groups give older people the chance to participate  
in gentle exercise as they make connections with others. 
Community Christmas call companions – the period around 
Christmas can be difficult for anyone who’s on their own. Community 
Christmas offers a weekly chat over the phone throughout  
December with a friendly volunteer to lift an older person’s spirits.
Rainbow call companions is a telephone befriending service 
providing companionship to LGBT+ older people.
